Thank you for having bought a DIVUS CIRCLE This manual will help you to set up your smart intercom device in
the optimal way.

1 Access by code or by NFCcard (using MIFARE 13.56MHz standard)

1  Command any other system through the DIVUS I/O module

1 Access control

This manual will guide you through the setup and show you how to configure and manage all the functions of
your new DIVUS CIRCLE.

1.2 VERSIONS AND MODELS

There are different hardware versions of DIVUS CIRCLE.

All models of version 2 have a third green interface on the back for the internal relay . Moreover, they also work
with 24V power adapters. Version 1 devices have no internal relay and need a 48V power source.

Wherever in this manual the versions differ in functionality, the referred version is indicated explicitly.

The classic DIVUS CIRCLE and DIVUS CIRCLE small are now joined by the C* models:

1 DIVUS CIRCLE small C*

1 DIVUS SQUARE small C*

These have the same external dimensions as the DIVUS CIRCLE small, but their surface is characterised by the
CORIAN® material in various colours.

2 Wizard

2.1 FOREWORD

This chapter describes the wizard that is displayed when you connect to your new DIVUS CIRCLE for the first
time.

The prerequisite is, of course, that the DIVUS CIRCLE is already supplied with power and has completed the boot
process. On the PC from which the configuration is to be carried out, you must ensure that it is set to DHCP. To
do this, go to the adapter settings of the network interface used, then to the item "Internet protocol version 4
(TCP/IPv4)" (double-click):

2.8.1 STANDALONE MODE

In Standalone mode, the Circle (any model) will be automatically assigned the VolP ID 901 (used as client ID on
its own VOIP server). Moreover, it will have these other IDs available for devices participating to the communication
system:

1101, 1102, 1103, 1104 901 (taken by itself), 902, 903, 1201

The user can’t change these! Also note that the password is equal to the id for the above accounts.

Summarizing, this means:

1 in Villa mode there are accounts for up to 4 internal devices. This is the default and only the models
DIVUS CIRCLENnd DIVUS CIRCLE small Halso support the compound modes.

1  In Compound mode for 2 units both will have max. two internal devices . In the other setups for 3 or 4
units, there is one device per unit available, using the IDs defined in the table above.

1 Ifthere is one other external device participating, it may be assigned one of the IDs 902, 903 or 1201.

If the device is set to Standalone mode and should be reachable also remotely, please fill in the fields External
IP/DynDNS and External Port.

Please note that the new solution for remote access over the DIVUS Cloud is preferrable for new installations.

Please note that the field Username refers to what is technically called SIP ID. If the SIP/VolP server in use also
requires the username for authentication as a separate field from the SIP ID, a separate field for that can be used
(see Authentication username above).

Here, the new cloud functionality can be activated and configured, if desired. Of course, a permanent internet
connection of the device is a prerequisite for this to work .

Please note that the local SIP settings are completely independent from the Cloud SIP settings. This allows to
have a working system also in cases where the internet connection should fail (or is not available yet).

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4 User Interaction

4.1 STARTING A CALL

This chapter shows the various functions of the DIVUS CIRCLE from the end user point of view i.e., when you
stand in front of the device and want to use its features.

41.1 USING THE BELL ICON

On all the models of DIVUS CIRCLE, the main and most intuitive action is pushing the bell icon to start a call. The
icon will disappear for the time it is pushed as feedback to the finger's action and the configured call will start.

Ringing by pushing the bell button, on the other hand, does not make sense for configurations with more than
one possible call receivers. In such cases, the bell button is hidden automatically to avoid confusion and you start
a call by pushing the chosen target directly.

Attention: If more than one button is displayed on the dashboard, the bell button is hidden

Once the call is started, you will hear the calling tone as you are used from normal phones and see an animation
(DIVUS CIRCLE only, see image above)After a timeout of 30 seconds, the tone will stop and the call will close. If
the call is answered before 30 seconds, you can talk to and hear the callee which will most probably open the
door to let you in from the DIVUS VIDEOPHONE app he uses to answer from the inside. The LED ring will pulse
during the call.
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4.1.2 USING THE SCREENDIVUS CIRCLE ONLY)

Depending on the project, the DIVUS CIRCLEwill show a single image or multiple buttons with names. Push the
image or the desired button to call the corresponding unit.

4.1.3 USING THE SCREEN (DIVUS CIRCLEmall + ONLY)

The display of the DIVUS CIRCLEsmall+ is normally switched off. It is activated by the motion sensor or direct
touch and remains active for 5 minutes after use before it switches off again.  On a CIRCLEsmall + configured for
multiple units, first make sure the name of the desired callee is shown (or move there using the shown arrows)
and then click on the name to start the call.

4.2 OPENING THE DOOR

4.2.1 MANUALLY

It might sound stupid, but in quiet a lot of situations it may be the most natural and preferred option to open the
door manually. In such cases, the DIVUS CIRCLE is used for calling and to see who is standing outside and then
the door opening is done in the good old way — without special technologies.

4.2.2 FROM INSIDE

We recommend to use the DIVUS VIDEOPHONE appon a DIVUS touch panel as counterpart of the DIVUS CIRCLE
for the inside of your intercom system. If used in conjunction with a DIVUS KNX SERVER, you can command a
KNX device through the VIDEOPHONE app. That means the door opening function can be achieved through the
app and the KNX SERVER directly. You don’t need any additional hardware in this case.

The default option is to send the DTMF tone assigned to the door opening function (ACCESS 1) to the CIRCLE
directly. The CIRCLE itself will then take care of forwarding that command to the configured output(s) which can
be the integrated relay or one (or more) of the I/0 module’s outputs.

4.2.3 ON THE MOVE
The new DIVUS VIDEOPHONE MOBILE also enables you to participate in your own Intercom system via Cloud

i.e., to be able to answer the call from the outdoor intercom when it rings and possibly also to open the door/gate.
More detailed information is availa ble in the DIVUS VIDEOPHONE MOBILE manual

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4.2.4 USING AN ACCESS CODEON THE KEYPAD(ON DIVUS CIRCLE)

and the action to open the door will be executed.

If the code is not correct or your schedule is setto deny the access currently, you will get a red feedback signalling
the denied access. Also see chapter 4.5.

In both cases, the attempt will be logged (see chapter 3.3.7.7).
4.2.5 USING AN ACCESS CODE ON THE KEYPADON DIVUS CIRCLEsmall +)

The access code, which you assign to a user (see chapter 3.3.7) can be used to open the door. The keycode for
the DIVUS CIRCLE small + is limited to the digits 1, 2, 3 and 4. Therefore the assigned code must be a number of
at least 5 digits composed with only those digits. To access this function, keep the bell icon pushed for a couple
of seconds, then release it and the keypad will appear . Numbers will be placed randomly every time , to avoid
intruders checking your fingerprints. Insert the code followed by the  bell button. If the code is correct and your
schedule allows access currently, you will have a green feedback and the action to open the door will be executed.

If the code is not correct or your schedule is set to deny the access currently, you will get a red feedback signalling
the denied access. Also see chapter 4.5.

In both cases, the attempt will be logged (see chapter 3.3.7.7).
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4.2.6 USING AN NFC TAG (REQUIRES THE OPTIONAINFC MODULE - SEE CHAPTERS.1)

All the models of DIVUS CIRCLE can be equipped with the NFC module. To open the door, you hold the NFC tag
near to the DIVUS CIRCLE and the tag is read. If it is associated with a user and that user is allowed to enter

according to the schedule, the DIVUS CIRCLE will give a green feedback (meaning access granted) and the
configured action will be executed (most probably opening a door or gate). Otherwise, the feedback will be red
(meaning access denied) and no action will be triggered. Also see chapter 4.5.

4.3 CLEANING (DIVUS CIRCLE ONLY)

When the glass needs to be cleaned, you can use a special function of the DIVUS CIRCLEwhich will avoid that
touching the screen triggers a call or another action. To activate the cleaning mode, first bring up the keypad
screen (see 4.2.4). From there, push the Screencleaner button.

After the timeout, if needed, push the Screencleaner button again or, if done, push the Exit button to return to
the normal dashboard screen.

4.4 PROGRAMMING A NEW NFC TAG

Your DIVUS CIRCLE, when ordered with the NFC module, will come with NFC cards which you can program,
assigning them to users. If you need to buy additional cards or prefer to use badges or other types of NFC devices,
please check that they use /support the MIFARE (Ultralight)/ ISO 14443A standard with 13.56MHz. Other
standards are not supported. We recommend to test a card type before making orders of bigger quantities.

To program a new NFC tag:

1. Access the DIVUS CIRCLE's Circle Settings section of the web interface and goto  Access Control. Then
choose the user who shall have the tag assigned or create a new user.
